National Unity Day (?Tg’l'q Uhdl ﬁﬁ'\‘r) is celebrated in India on 31
October. It was introduced by the Government of India in 2014. The day is
celebrated to mark the birth anniversary of Sardar Vallabhai Patel, the First
Deputy Prime Minister of India, with the objective to provide an opportunity
to re-affirm the inherent strength and resilience of our nation to withstand
the actual and potential threats to the unity, integrity and security of our
country.

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Pledge on Constitution Day

Constitution Day, also known as “Tfau™ fGa” is celebrated every year on
26™ November, to commemorate the adoption of the Constitution of India
and to honor and pay tribute to the invaluable contribution of Babasaheb
Dr. Bhimrao Ramji Ambedkar and other founding fathers of the
Constitution of India. On 26™ November 1949, the Constituent Assembly

the 26™ day of November every year as 'Constitution Day' to promote
Constitution Values among citizens.
