ASO(DR) Valediction Ceremony

Dr. Jitender Singh, Hon’ble Minister of State (Independent) in the Ministry of Development of
North Eastern Region and Minister of State in the Prime Minister’s Office, Ministry of Personnel,
Public Grievances and Pension, Department of Space and Department of Atomic Energy was the
chief guest at the Valedictory function held at VVigyan Bhawan, New Delhi on 13.07.2018. The
valedictory function was organised on the successful completion of the foundation training
programme for the directly recruited 406 Assistant Section Officers (ASOs) of Central Secretariat
Service and Railway Board. Dr. C. Chandramouli, Secretary, DoPT also graced the occasion. The
eleven week training programe was conducted at ISTM, New Delhi and state ATIs at Hyderabad,
Gurugram and Chandigarh.

Hon’ble Minister in his address emphasised that ASOs are the backbone of the Central Secretariat
since their notes and drafts form the bedrock of Government policies. He stated that the well
qualified and trained ASOs would make a qualitative difference in administration and lead to a
better delivery of services.

Apart from sessions on office procedure and rule based areas, the training also included modules
on ethics & values, gender sensitization, disability issues etc. The trainees were familiarised to
societal realities through village and NGO attachments. The Bharat Darshan study tour gave the
participants a glimpse of India’s rich heritage and forged bonds of camaraderie among them.
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Master Trainer Development Programme

ISTM conducted Master Trainer Development Programmes from 27" August to 22" September,
2018. Sponsored by Department of Personnel & Training, the programmes aimed at developing
Master Trainers and Recognized Trainers in Design of Training (DOT) and Direct Trainers Skills
(DTS) modules. The programmes were conducted under the supervision of DoPT certified Master
Trainers . In the process, five Master Trainers and ten Recognized Trainers were developed in
DOT and DTS.




International Sign Language Day @ ISTM

The United Nations General Assembly has declared 23" September as International Day of Sign
Languages. The same was commemorated at ISTM on 27" August, 2018 with an orientation
session on Sign Language and empathy for the hearing impaired. Experts from Indian Sign
Language Research and Training Center interacted with the faculty, staff and trainees in order to
sensitize them to the special needs of the hearing impaired and the importance of sign language.
